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Response to Request for H1N1 Plan

Southern University at New Orleans Emergency Preparedness Committee has responded to the H1N1 (Swine Flu) Crisis by providing education and prevention methods to our students, faculty, staff and administrators.  We have distributed Preventive Flu Kits obtained from the Office of Public Health, pamphlets, posters and flyers. We have asked our Professors to announce to students in classes that if they are experiencing flu like symptoms to either go to Nurse Crosby in Student Health services for a referral, or contact their physician, and stay at home. 

In response to the three questions, the answers are as follows:  

1) Continuation of serving h1n1 positive students on line and any other procedures for containing the spread of the disease.

On the campus of Southern University at New Orleans, students with positive signs of H1N1 are encouraged to stay home until cleared by their physician. The University will contact their instructors giving student’s name, Identification number and personal contact number to keep up with student’s assignments via blackboard, email and telephone services. 

2) Campus closure procedures if needed

In the event of a breakout of H1N1 involving campus closure, the Chancellor, along with the Emergency Preparedness Committee, will collaborate with the Office of Public Relations to contact students faculty, staff and administrators through the SUNO Alert system, as well as with the media for crafting messages in disseminating to on and off campus constituencies not signed up with the alert.

3) Procedure to distribute immunizations at the campuses

On the campus of Southern University at New Orleans, immunizations are not given in Student Health Services. Students, faculty, and staff may get immunized by the Excelth Mobile Medical Unit which comes on campus every Tuesday and Wednesday for a nominal fee. Students are also recommended to go to their private physicians or local public health clinic.
